	For years she has enlivened the music laboratories of AIAS centres (Italian Association for Spastic Care) present all over the regional area of Basilicata and has managed many the art-therapy activities.

She is a founder member, Art Director and President of Ateneo Musica Basilicata, a moral body enrolled in the Register of Regional Law n. 22/88, which was awarded with a gold medal for its cultural worthiness by the Presidency of Italian Republic .In this role she carried out remarkable initiatives, such as the Festival “Tracce 2003” in the valuable presence of M° Claudio Abbado and Mahler Chamber Orchestra, of the Festival “Tracce” editions 2004 and 2005, dedicated to the spreading of Ancient Music, with a careful scheduling on the regional territory aimed at valorising the sites having a special historical, artistic and naturalistic value as containers of the music events (Castle of Melfi, Castle of Lagopesole, Church of S. Michele and Museum “Dinu Adamesteanu” of Potenza, the Sassi of Matera, Cathedral and Castle of Balzo Orsini in Venosa, Cathedral of Irsina, Cathedral of Montescaglioso,  Monastery of S.Antonio of Tito, the Tavole Palatine of Metaponto, Sanctuary of Our Lady of Orsoleo of Sant’Arcangelo, Genzano, Bernalda etc..) . In 2005 she founded the only seat of the Academy “Gustav Mahler” - Special String High School in the central-southern area of Italy upon invitation from M° Abbado, its Honorary President: a high specialist course addressed to young Europeans, with special attention to musicians from Basilicata and the south of Italy who have the chance to study their instrument in depth with the Maestros of Berliner Philarmoniker. Being the product of didactic activity, the Festival Accademia is based on the same principle of spreading of music culture connected to the valorisation of the regional territory.
