She started her studies at Academy of Music "G. Verdi", Milan (Conservatorio "G. Verdi" di Milano) and she finished at Academy of Music "U. Giordano" , Foggia (Conservatorio "U. Giordano di Foggia), where she got her Bachelor of Music in Piano, Vocal Chamber Music and after in Singing and Harpsichord with the best final marks.

In the meantime she got her Law Degree (Laurea in Giurisprudenza) and Musical Disciplines with honors.

Since she was 8 years old she began her concert career as pianist at the beginning and after as singer, for the most prestigious Italian concert institutions such as :Festival della Valle d’Itria, Teatro comunale di Atri, Teatro “Sanzio “ di Urbino, Teatro “U. Giordano” ensemble since its beginning, she records with this ensemble the CD “All’opera dopo l’Opera” (At the opera after the opera), and after this publication, very successful with the national specialized music criticism, she tours around with the ensemble in many European Countries.
